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What is CFC?

Å President Kennedy initiated a formal national giving program for 
Federal employees in 1961. Since then, the CFC has evolved into the 
nationôs leading workplace giving program

Å 350,000 military, civilian and postal workers are employed by 
the Federal government in the National Capital Area

Å Raised $66.5 million in 2009 in the National Capital Area

Å Nearly 150,000 people made a gift to CFCNCA in 2009
